During the autumn of 1973 hundreds of people throughout the United States reported UFOs 10 NICAP, Among those
reports were two made by state governors., During the recent presidential campaign, Jimmy Carter was quoted by the
Mational Enquirer as stating, ~'If | become President, 1'll make every piece of information that this couniry has about UFD
sightings availalie to the public. | am convinced that UFOs exist because | have seen one.”

President Carlar's conviction in UFDs is understandable since he not only saw one but also was one of the two governors
who reporied & UFO to NICAF in 1973,

On October 12, 1973 then-Governar Carter responded to MICAP's inquiries about his sighting with a letter and a report
form. MNICAP's Regional Investigator, Harry Lederman, handled the investigation.

President Carter's UFD sighting has been briefly reponted by the news media, sometimes accurately, sometimes in-
pccurately. Since Jimmy Carter is the first U.S, President to speak publicly about a parsonal experience, MICAP believes that
its mambers should have the complete report as it was submitted. President Caner's handwritten report has been typed for
clarity.
